Neighborhood Commercial Parking Pilot Program

Program Guidelines
August 12, 2009
I.  Program Purposes
The primary purpose of the Neighborhood Commercial Parking Pilot Program (the “Pilot Program”) is to help mitigate the loss of 85% of the parking on University Avenue when LRT is developed. Other purposes are to demonstrate the ability of integrated parking improvement and management strategies to increase the amount and utilization of commercial parking, and to encourage business and property owners to equitably share the use and operating costs of off-street parking. This Pilot Program will sunset two years from date of its adoption by the HRA. If successful, it is expected that the Program will be revised based on the lessons learned in the Pilot Program, reauthorized and re-funded by the Housing and Redevelopment Authority, and extended to other commercial strips around the City.  
II. Program Funding
The Commercial Parking Program will combine funding from a variety of sources and invest it in eligible activities and geographic areas determined by the funding sources. 

A. Year Round STAR program: The Mayor and the two City Council members representing the University Avenue section of the Central Corridor will dedicate funding from the Year Round STAR Program for improving off-street commercial parking resources along University Avenue. 
B. Scattered Site Tax Increment funding: Funding from the Scattered Site Tax Increment Financing District will be allocated to improve off-street commercial parking facilities and to buffer the residential properties across the alleys from more intensive commercial parking use. The areas where this funding can be spent are shown on the map included as Attachment A.
C. CDBG-Recovery funding: The City will allocate some of Saint Paul’s Community Development Block Grant funding from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act to fund Youth Job Corps work crews to improve the blighted interface on both sides of the alley between the commercial properties on University Avenue and the residential properties in the surrounding neighborhoods.
D. Capital Improvement Budget funding: If the application is approved by the City Council, funding from the City’s Capital Improvement Budget will be allocated to repave deteriorated alleys in the Central Corridor (40% of which are oiled and not paved) and improve the management of storm water behind commercial properties, as shown on a map included as Attachment B. These improvements are intended to improve the accessibility and utilization of commercial parking by reducing blight in the residential/commercial interface and improving storm water management.
E. Other grant programs: Competitive grants will be pursued only where funding from outside public agencies and private foundations is appropriate to the Program’s purposes. Among other sources, these may include: Central Corridor Light Rail Transit Project contingency funding (if any should become available), Livable Communities Demonstration Account grants, State of Minnesota capital bond funding and pooled Saint Paul tax increment financing (if approved by the state legislature), the Central Corridor Funders Collaborative (to leverage the participation of community based organizations), and Stewardship and Partner Grants from the Capitol Region Watershed District (for storm water management improvements).
III. Program Activities
A. Forgivable loans for parking improvements: PED will manage a competitive program to provide forgivable loans to improve off-street parking facilities in order to mitigate the loss of on-street parking and to encourage business and property owners on University Avenue to share the use and operating costs of off-street parking. To allocate limited funds as broadly as possible, the maximum loan is for $25,000, and most are expected to be less, although larger loans will be considered where multiple businesses and/or property owners cooperate on a single application for shared parking. 
1. Eligible applicants: Only business and property owners with frontage on University Avenue from Rice Street to the City limits are eligible to apply for funding. Although proposals from all areas on University Avenue will also be considered, priority will be given to proposals submitted by business and property owners in the 11 critical areas identified in the April, 2009 report titled Mitigating the Loss of Parking in the Central Corridor (the “Parking Report”).
 A map showing the 11 critical areas is included as Attachment C. 
2.  Shared parking agreement:  If improvements to be financed by the Program are intended to be shared, the outlines of that agreement must be included with the application and finalized and signed by the parties involved before the loan is disbursed. The detailed Agreement will have to be tailored to the specific circumstances, but must include at least how and under what circumstances the parking will be shared (e.g. designated spaces, different hours of operations); how the costs of operating and maintaining the parking will be shared (e.g. renting parking spaces or sharing responsibility for operating the parking); how disputes will be resolved; how the parties will assume legal liability (stating that the HRA will not be held liable); and an acknowledgement that parking  under the terms of this agreement cannot be counted to fulfill the parking requirements in the Zoning Code without going through a formal shared parking approval process by the Saint Paul Department of Safety and Inspections.
 
3. Eligible improvements and costs: Cost-effective improvements that increase the amount or improve the safety, appearance, or utilization of off-street parking facilities are eligible for funding. Parking Program staff must approve the designs and materials that are to be funded by the Program, and may fund only the base portion of improvements where the property owner wants to make a more substantial investment. Direct project costs (including required licenses and permits, legal fees, design work, and project management fees) are limited to 10% of the Program funding.  Operating costs, rent, and the cost of acquisition of new parking facilities are not eligible. Improvements to paid commuter “park-and-ride” lots or to existing parking decks and ramps are not eligible. Eligible improvements include, but are not limited to: 

· Curb cuts: closing or installing curb cuts.
· Paving: repairing, repaving and restriping the surface of parking lots or filling potholes in parking lots or in an adjacent alley. 
· Walls and fences: repairing, removing, or replacing fencing and retaining walls. 
· Garages: repairing or removing garages. Building or replacing garages are not eligible expenses.
· Security improvements: repairing or installing security lighting and installing rear windows or rear doors with windows.
· Accessibility: improving handicapped-accessible parking or installing rear entrances or ramps to improve accessibility.
· Pedestrian improvements: walkways to improve the safety of pedestrians in the parking lots.
· Landscaping: adding, improving, or replacing landscaping that makes off-street parking facilities more efficient and attractive. 
· Storm water management: installing storm water management improvements that make parking spaces more useable. 
· Refuse facilities: relocating, or centralizing refuse and recycling facilities. 
4.  Proposal development:  The Outreach Coordinators from the Central Corridor Project Office
 convened Parking Solutions Workshops for each of the 11 critical areas identified in the Parking Report where the affected business and property owners were asked to identify their specific parking, loading, and circulation needs. Staff from the Central Corridor Core Team of the Design Center are currently developing concept drawings of potential improvements in each of the 11 critical areas, including descriptions of the kind of designs and materials that are eligible for Program funding. The Outreach Coordinators then distribute and explain the concept drawings to the business and property owners in the 11 critical areas and explain the funding opportunity provided by the Neighborhood Commercial Parking Pilot Program. Business and property owners interested in applying for Program funding will work with staff from the Central Corridor Core Team to further develop the concept drawings to the point where the feasibility and potential cost of the parking improvements can be determined. 
5. Application submission:  A Parking Improvement Workshop will be held to provide Program information to prospective applicants. It is anticipated that community-based organizations working to prepare the business community for LRT development will be actively involved in helping their commercial clients and constituents apply for forgivable loans from the Neighborhood Commercial Parking Pilot Program. Application forms will be available from the Outreach Coordinators and online. Business and property owners interested in applying for funding will be assigned a project manager from Saint Paul PED to help with the application process.
6. Selection criteria: The selection criteria will include, but not be limited to, the following:




a. Location and distribution

· Critical areas: Is the project located in one of the 11 identified Critical Areas that are most impacted by the loss of parking?

· Concentration: Are there other applications nearby that create the opportunity to demonstrate the effectiveness of more comprehensive improvements concentrated in the same block?

· Geographic distribution: Is the funding for parking improvement projects about equally awarded to the Wards where City Council members have committed Year Round STAR funding for the program?  



b. Costs and benefits

· Cost effectiveness: Will the number or quality of parking spaces be improved and for how much public investment?

· Leverage: How many businesses and properties will be assisted and how many business and property owners have committed to the operations and maintenance of the project?

· Shared parking: Will the project allow parking to be shared by two or more business and/or property owners?



c. Design and development
· Demonstration potential: Does the project demonstrate new designs or management techniques that increase the amount, efficiency, accessibility, or appearance of off-street commercial parking? 

· Design and materials: Do the designs result in a safer and more attractive facility, and are the materials durable and long-lasting? 

· Intensification of use: Will the project allow or encourage vacant or underutilized land to be brought back into productive use, improve storm water management, or facilitate the leasing of a vacant commercial space? 



d. Plans and processes

· Conformance with adopted city plans and policies: How well does the proposal conform to plans, policies, and strategies for the Central Corridor adopted by the City Council? 

· Conformance with neighborhood plans and priorities: How well does the proposal fit with neighborhood plans and priorities? 

· Timeliness: Can the project be completed before LRT construction begins on that section of University Avenue? if not, are the outstanding components (for example, curb cuts) improvements that must be made as part of the reconstruction of University Avenue or cross-streets?
7. Ranking and approving the applications: The Parking Program Review Committee (described in Section III. B. below) will decide which selection criteria are more or less important, rate each application against them, and provide a ranked list of proposals to the Mayor and the two City Council members who have committed Year Round STAR funding, who will then recommend to the HRA which projects to fund and in what amount. The HRA, in turn, will review their recommendations and adopt a resolution approving funding for parking improvement projects. 

8. Implementation process:  Upon approval by the HRA, the applicants will be sent a Letter of Funding Commitment. HRA and other City staff will hold a post award meeting to provide a general review of applicable City and HRA regulations. Parking loan recipients are cautioned not to make any financial commitments until the compliance and funding requirements are fully understood and agreed to by all parties. Loan recipients will have up to 6 months to refine their project, negotiate the  Shared Parking Agreement (if applicable), and enter into a formal Parking Program Loan Agreement with the HRA for the use of Parking Program funds. Failure to execute an agreement in the allowed time-frame may result in a cancellation of the HRA’s funding commitment.  Projects are expected to be completed within a year of award in order to be operational by 2011 and 2012 when the University Avenue section of the Central Corridor LRT project is expected to be built. Proposals are selected based upon the information contained in the application and may not be significantly changed during project implementation.
9. Provisions of the loan agreement:  The loan agreement will include at least the following provisions:

· Statement of work: This will detail the work to be performed, the total project budget, and the implementation timeline.
· Amount owed: In projects where two or more business and/or property owners are sharing parking, the amount each party will owe will be negotiated among the parties according to the amount each party benefits from sharing the parking. For example, the party willing to share excess parking will owe less than the party that needs to share the parking.
· Rate, term, and transferability: The loan will be for a 7 year term at a 0% interest rate, and is transferrable if the property or business is sold.
· Forgiveness: One-seventh of the loan will be forgiven on the anniversary of the loan until the loan is entirely forgiven, provided the terms of the Loan Agreement continue to be met, including the obligation to maintain the parking, or to share its use and costs if it is a shared lot. Once the loan is forgiven, the HRA will release its collateral claims on the borrower. 
· Forgiveness for redevelopment: Should a redevelopment of the properties financed by this Program be proposed before the loan is entirely forgiven, the HRA will consider forgiving any outstanding loan balance to encourage redevelopment that addresses the long term parking needs of the business and property owners. 
· Security: The loan will be secured by personal guarantee(s) by the borrower(s) and subordinate mortgages on the property(ies).  

· Events of default: These will be defined in the Loan Agreement, and may include failure to insure the parking lot (and to list the HRA as an Additional Insured), a failure to maintain and operate the parking according to specified standards, or a breakdown of the Shared Parking Agreement (if the parking is shared). In such cases the HRA will send a Notice of Default to the borrower(s), and any defaults uncorrected after a specified period will render any unpaid balance on the loan immediately due and payable by the defaulting party. 
· Disclaimer: The loan documents will include an acknowledgement that the parking improved with public funds is not public parking, and that the private property owners can determine the terms of its use.
· End of obligation to share parking: Once the loan is entirely forgiven, the HRA’s involvement in the parking will cease. If the project is a shared parking lot, the borrower(s) will have no further obligation to share the parking, though it is expected that most shared parking agreements will be so mutually beneficial that they will continue without further involvement by the HRA. 
10. Compliance requirements: Prior to entering into a formal loan agreement with the HRA, an individual preconstruction meeting will be held with City staff from PED and the office of Human Rights and Equal Economic Opportunity, the Parking Program loan recipient(s), and their contractor(s), to review specific affirmative action, labor standards, and vendor outreach compliance. It is important to understand that compliance requirements may affect hiring practices and wage rates, so no commitments should be made prior to fully understanding these requirements.   The agreement will contain:

· A valid insurance certificate:  The borrower will provide evidence of appropriate liability coverage, with the HRA listed as an additional insured.
· A public purpose statement: The public purpose of the project will be described on a form provided by the HRA.
· A conflict of interest statement:  The agreement will contain a statement prohibiting real or apparent conflicts of interest. 

· Compliance forms:  Applicable federal, state, and local compliance forms will be included pertaining to the use of funds. Depending on the size of the project, these may include requirements for the Vendor Outreach Program, Little Davis Bacon, Federal Davis Bacon,  Affirmative Action, Living Wage, and Business Subsidy.   
11. Parking Program fund distribution: The Parking Program disburses awarded funds exclusively on a reimbursement basis after documentation of eligible expenditures is submitted, reviewed, and approved by Program staff.  Final payment will be made only after the project is completed and a final project report and evaluation is received.   

B. Grants to improve residential buffering: The HRA will provide small grants to residential property owners behind commercial properties on University Avenue in order to buffer residential properties from increased commercial parking use and to increase the utilization of off-street parking in the Central Corridor by improving the security and appearance of the residential/commercial interface. To allocate limited funds as broadly as possible, grants should be for $4,000 or less, although larger grants will be considered if they have the potential to provide unusually wide benefit. Additional funding in the form of Stewardship and Partner Grants from the Capitol Region Watershed District may be available to help  buffer residential properties from commercial parking uses. 
1. Eligible applicants: Residential property owners across the alley from businesses on University Avenue and located within the boundaries of the Scattered Site Tax Increment Financing District (shown in Attachment B) are eligible to apply for grants to buffer their properties from increased commercial parking use. Priority will be given to properties located in the 11 critical areas identified in the Parking Solutions Report (shown in Attachment C), but other residential property owners within the boundaries of the TIF district are eligible to apply. 
2. Concentration and integration of improvements: The Parking Program will give priority to applicants whose properties are sufficiently concentrated on a block, and whose improvements use designs and materials that are sufficiently integrated with other projects on that block to make a dramatic improvement in the appearance of the residential/commercial interface in the area.  
3. Eligible improvements and costs: Cost-effective improvements that buffer the residential property from commercial uses and improve its appearance and safety are eligible for funding. Parking Program staff must approve the designs and materials that are to be funded by the Parking Program and may fund only the base portion of improvements where the property owner wants to make a more substantial investment. Direct project costs (including required licenses and permits, legal fees, design work, and project management fees) are limited to 10% of the Program funding.  Eligible activities include: 
· Walls and fences: repairing, improving, or replacing fencing and retaining walls. 
· Garages: repairing, removing, or replacing garages. For example, the Program will finance up to a single-car carport on a concrete pad, or provide that same amount of funding towards an enclosed 2-car garage where the owner is willing to fund the additional cost. 
· Security improvements: repairing, improving, or installing security lighting. 
· Landscaping: adding, improving, or replacing landscaping that buffers the residential property. 
· Storm water management: installing storm water management improvements that also buffer the residential properties. 
· Refuse and recycling: improving the appearance and functioning of refuse and recycling facilities. 
4.  Proposal development: Eligible residential property owners should contact the Saint Paul on the Mississippi Design Center (which directs the Central Corridor Core Team)
 to schedule a staff assessment of residential buffering solutions. They should also contact their district council staff in the areas eligible for residential buffering grants (District 7 Thomas-Dale and District 8 Summit-University) in order to see if their grant application can be coordinated with other residential property owners in the area, which would make them more competitive. 
5. Application submission: A Residential Buffering Workshop will be held to provide Program information to prospective applicants. Application forms will be available at these Workshops and online. Residential property owners interested in applying for funding will be assigned a project manager from Saint Paul PED to help with the application process.

6. Evaluation and selection process:  The Parking Program Review Committee (described in Section IV below) will review the grant applications for eligibility, weight the selection criteria according to importance, rank the applications according to the selection criteria, and provide a ranked list to the Mayor and the two City Council members who have committed Year Round STAR Program funds to the Program. They will then recommend to the HRA which projects to fund and in what amount. The HRA, in turn, will review their recommendations and adopt a resolution approving funding for the residential buffering projects. 
7. Selection criteria: The Parking Program Review Committee will decide which selection criteria are more or less important and rate each application against them. They will then provide a ranked list of projects to the Mayor and the two City Council members who have committed Year Round STAR funding, who will then agree on the projects to recommend to the HRA for funding. The selection criteria will include, but are not limited to, the following: 
· Location: Is the project located in one of the 11 identified Critical Areas?

· Concentration: Are there other applications for potential projects nearby that create the opportunity to create a critical mass of highly-visible improvements concentrated in the same block?

· Need: How severely impacted are the applicants by the increased use of commercial parking on the other side of the alley?
· Demonstration potential: Does the project demonstrate new designs or techniques that cost-effectively improve the appearance, safety, and efficiency of the residential/commercial interface? 

· Cost effectiveness: How many properties will be buffered for how much public investment? 
· Leverage: How many residential properties will be assisted and how  much additional private investment have they committed?

· Intensification of use: Will the project allow vacant or underutilized land to be brought back into productive use? 

· Timeliness: Can the project be completed before LRT construction begins on that section of University Avenue?
· Storm water management: Does the project have the potential to improve storm water management? 

8. Grant agreement provisions:  The grant will include a Statement of Work detailing the work to be performed, the total project budget, and implementation timeline, a valid insurance certificate with appropriate liability coverage with the HRA listed as an additional insured, a public purpose statement, a conflict of interest statement; and appropriate forms pertaining to the use of funds in order to adhere to applicable federal, state, and local compliance requirements. Prior to entering into a formal grant agreement with the HRA, an individual preconstruction meeting will be held with the grant recipient and their contractor to review specific affirmative action, labor standards, and vendor outreach compliance. It is important to understand that compliance requirements may affect hiring practices and wage rates, so no commitments should be made prior to fully understanding these requirements.   
9. Residential buffering grant fund distribution: The residential buffering grants will be disbursed exclusively on a reimbursement basis and only after documentation of eligible expenditures is submitted, reviewed, and approved by Program staff.  Final payment will be made only after the Program staff have certified that the project is complete.   

C. Youth Job Corps crews to improve the residential/commercial interface: To improve the blighted and unsafe appearance of the residential/commercial interface and provide local youth with work experience, Federal Recovery funding will provide funding for two Youth Job Corps work crews to remove junk, cut back overgrown vegetation, and replace crumbling retaining walls and fences. 
The Parks and Recreation Department will contract with the Twin Cities Tree Trust to pay for the salaries and benefits for 2 supervisors and for staff mileage and travel, building space, equipment purchase and lease, fuel, vehicle, printing, phones and communications, and other support services. The City will pay the salaries of 30 youth working in two crews on beautification projects in the Central Corridor. 
PED staff will work with the five district councils in the Central Corridor to tap their expertise in organizing neighborhood cleanups and to secure the permission of residential and commercial property owners to remove blight from private property. PED staff will work with community-based faith and social service organizations in the Central Corridor to leverage their connection to community residents to recruit motivated youth from the Central Corridor to work on the Youth Job Corps work crews as possible will be recruited from the neighborhoods surrounding the Central Corridor. The HRA will pay for dumpsters for the refuse removed from the alleys, which will include brush, concrete, tires, abandoned appliances, junked automobiles, and old fences. As needed, the HRA will pay the Public Works Department for use of its specialized equipment and staff, including jack hammers, dump trucks, and front end loaders. Where appropriate, the YJC will plant hedges and other plants to buffer residential properties from the more intensive commercial use.
D. Repave alleys at key areas: In 2010 and 2011 (pending approval of an application for funding from the City’s Capital Improvement Budget), the Public Works Department will repave or reconfigure public alleys behind commercial properties on University Avenue in order to improve the accessibility of off-street parking, the appearance and safety of the alley, and the management of storm water runoff.  The alleys to be repaved or reconfigured will be selected based on whether they are in one of the 11 Critical Areas identified in the Parking Mitigation Report, whether they are oiled or paved, whether they are in a deteriorated condition, and the extent to which these improvements can complement investments by the Parking Program (in improving commercial parking resources and residential buffering). Advice on storm water management will be sought from the Capitol Region Watershed District. Of the 40 alleys in the block north and south of University Avenue, 16 (40%) are oiled instead of paved, as shown on the map is included as Attachment C. 
E. Develop Parking Improvement Districts: Pending approval of significant funding from as yet unidentified government or foundation sources, and pending strong support from the affected business and property owners, the HRA may develop Parking Improvement Districts at one or two station areas in the Central Corridor. This would involve the HRA leasing parking facilities from private property owners, improving them in a comprehensive way, establishing a parking assessment district to equitably allocate all of the operating costs (including the rent), among the benefitting property owners, and contracting with a business association in the area to operate and maintain the public parking lot.  
IV. Program Administration
A Community review period: Upon approval of these Guidelines, the HRA will ask the community-based organizations and the U-7 collaborative of business technical assistance providers active in the Central Corridor to review these Program Guidelines (with particular attention to the selection criteria) and to express their suggestions, comments, or concerns to Program staff and/or elected officials within 30 days of adoption of these Guidelines by the HRA.
B. Parking Program Review Committee: For this Pilot Program, the Mayor and the two Councilmembers representing the University Avenue section of the Central Corridor will appoint a 9-member Review Committee
 to oversee all of the activities of the Program, including reviewing and ranking all commercial loan and residential grant applications according to eligibility and selection criteria, selecting the alleys that will be repaved, and directing the beautification work of the Youth Job Corps. 
C. Parking Solutions Team to conduct the Parking Solutions Workshops: The Parking Solutions Team (assisted by other staff from PED, Public Works, and the Saint Paul Design Center) have conducted 11 Parking Solutions Workshops in the critical areas identified in the Parking Solutions Report. For each of the areas they are currently developing brief reports identifying the specific solutions that could be implemented to improve the efficiency and if possible increase the amount of off street parking.

D. PED to administer the loan and grant programs: PED, at the direction of the Parking Program Review Committee, will assign staff in the department to implement the commercial loan and residential grant components of the Neighborhood Commercial Parking Pilot Program. This will include project managers to help interested business and property owners apply for the parking improvement loans and to help interested residential property owners apply for the residential buffering grants. It will also include staff to administer the competitive grant programs.  PED staff will also be responsible for identifying and securing outside public and foundation grant resources, including funding for establishing Parking Improvement Districts at key station areas in the Central Corridor. 
E. The Parks Department to administer Youth Job Corps crews: The Parks and Recreation Department, at the direction of the Parking Program Review Committee, will use CDBG-Recovery funding to contract with Twin Cities Tree Trust to hire youth, as much as possible who live in the Central Corridor, to remove blight along the residential/commercial interface. PED will amend its existing Citizens’ Participation Contracts with the 5 district councils in the University Avenue section of the Central Corridor to pay for their services in organizing residential and commercial property owners and tenants to participate in the neighborhood clean-ups. 
F. Public Works to administer repaving the alleys: If CIB funding is approved, the Parking Program Review Committee, will select the alleys to be repaved or reconfigured by the Public Works Department with the Capital Improvement Budget funding. 
G. Anticipated timeline: The anticipated timeline for implementing the Neighborhood Commercial Parking Pilot Program is as follows: 

· August, 2009: All Parking Solutions Workshops are completed.  
· August, 2009: Approval of the Parking Program by the HRA. 
· Fall, 2009: Applications for forgivable loans for parking improvements and grants for residential buffering will be developed this fall.

· February, 2010: Applications are due for parking improvement loans and residential buffering grants so that projects can be completed in the 2010 construction season. 
· Summer, 2010: The Youth Job Corps work crews to beautify the residential/commercial interface are expected to start after school is out in June and continue for 10 weeks in the summer of 2010.

· Construction season of 2010 and 2011: If the CIB funding for repaving alleys is approved, half of it would be spent in 2010 and the other half in 2011.
